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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of false accusation.

To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1)
the defendant knowingly initiated a complaint with the Select Committee on Legislative Ethics; and

(2)
when initiating the complaint, the defendant knew that the complaint was false.

USE NOTE

Under AS 11.56.805, a person commits the crime of false accusation if the person knowingly or intentionally initiates a false report.  This instruction includes "knowingly," but not "intentionally."
