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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of terroristic threatening in the second degree.

To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1)
the defendant knowingly made a report that a circumstance exists or is about to exist that is dangerous to the proper or safe functioning of an oil or gas pipeline or supporting facility, utility, or transportation or cargo facility; and
(2)
the defendant knew that the report was false.

The following terms are defined in other instructions:


"knowingly" – 11.81.900(a)



"oil or gas pipeline and supporting facility" – 11.46.495


"utility" – 11.46.495

In Allen v. State, the court of appeals construed the former version of AS 11.56.810 as requiring the state to prove "not only the falsity of the report but also the defendant's actual awareness of its falsity."  Allen v. State, 759 P.2d 541, 545 (Alaska App. 1988).
