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A person acts "knowingly" with respect to conduct or to a circumstance described by a provision of law defining an offense when the person is aware that the conduct is of that nature or that the circumstance exists. When knowledge of the existence of a particular fact is an element of the offense, that knowledge is established if a person is aware of a substantial probability of its existence, unless the person actually believes it does not exist.

[Of course, if a person acts "intentionally," then that person also acts "knowingly."]
[A person who is unaware of conduct or a circumstance of which the person would have been aware had that person not been intoxicated acts knowingly with respect to that conduct or circumstance.]
USE NOTE
The following term is defined in another instructions:


"intentionally" – 11.81.900

When a provision of law requires that an act be committed "with criminal negligence," "criminal negligence" also is established if a person acts "recklessly," "knowingly," or "intentionally."  When a provision of law requires an act be committed "recklessly," "recklessly" also is established if a person acts "knowingly" or "intentionally."  When a provision of law requires that an act be committed "knowingly," "knowingly" also is established if a person acts "intentionally."   See AS 11.81.610.

The following is an alternative formulation of the first paragraph of this instruction:

A person acts "knowingly" when the person is aware of the nature of the person’s conduct or the substantial probability that a particular circumstance exists, unless the person actually believes that the circumstance does not exist.
