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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of Failure to Stop at the Direction of a Peace Officer in the First Degree.

To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1)  The defendant was the [driver] [operator] of a [vehicle] [motor vehicle] [aircraft] [watercraft];
(2)
The defendant was requested or signaled to stop by a peace officer;

(3)    The defendant knowingly failed to stop as soon as practical     
     in a reasonably safe manner under the circumstances,
   
     after being requested or signaled to do so by a peace 
  
  
     officer; and

At the time the defendant failed to stop, the defendant 
  was committing the offense of [Reckless Driving] [Vehicle Theft in the First Degree] [Vehicle Theft in the Second Degree].]  

[(4)  As a result of the defendant’s operating or driving, [an accident occurred] [a person suffered serious physical injury].]
