Directions for Use
Use this instruction instead of 10.01A when plaintiff alleges a violation of any of the subsections of AS 45.50.471(b).  The first element of this instruction should be modified in each case to incorporate the specific acts or omissions that the plaintiff is alleging to be deceptive or unfair.  The acts specified in AS 45.50.471(b) are unfair or deceptive by definition. Therefore, if this instruction is used, instructions 10.03A and 10.03B are not required. 
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
