12.04	ASSAULT — WORDS ALONE








A person cannot assault another by the use of words alone unless together with other acts or circumstances the words caused the other person to have a reasonable apprehension that (he/she) would be immediately touched in a harmful or disagreeable way.








Use Note





Use in cases where the issue of words alone is raised. This instruction should be given following Instruction 12.01.





Comment
