12.09	ASSAULT OR BATTERY — RECOVERY








If you decide that the defendant (assaulted) (improperly touched) the plaintiff (and the defendant does not have a defense), you must then decide whether the (assault) (improper touching) caused the plaintiff any actual physical or mental injury, and if it did, you must decide the amount of money necessary to compensate the plaintiff for that injury.





If you decide the defendant (assaulted) (improperly touched) the plaintiff but that this did not cause the plaintiff any actual physical or mental injury, you may award the plaintiff nominal damages.

This instruction is designed for use in all assault or battery cases. The bracketed material should be used only in cases where the defendant has raised a defense.
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
