24.11	NOMINAL DAMAGES





If you find in favor of the plaintiff, but you find that plaintiff did not sustain any monetary loss as determined under the previous instructions that I have given you, or that plaintiff's loss cannot be determined with reasonable certainty, then you must award the plaintiff the amount of $1.








Comment





Where a breach of contract is established, but the nondefaulting party fails to establish damages, the nondefaulting party may recover nominal damages. Restatement (Second) of Contract § 346 & comment b (1981).





Under appropriate circumstances, the court may reject a verdict awarding $0 and enter a judgment notwithstanding the verdict, awarding plaintiff nominal damages plus costs and attorney fees. See Wernbera v. Matanuska Electric Assn, 494 P.2d 790,792 (Alaska 1972).
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
