On  , the person named above filed a request for an order to be 
forwarded to the federal government for relief from not being able to possess firearms or 
ammunition.  A hearing was held.     

The court considered the circumstances of the person’s involuntary commitment or adjudication 
of mental illness or mental incompetence; the time that has elapsed since the involuntary 
commitment or adjudication of mental illness or mental incompetence; the person’s reputation 
and mental health and criminal history records; any conduct by the person that would 
constitute a crime against a person under AS 11.41 or a violation of AS 11.61.190 – 11.61.250; 
and any changes in the person’s condition or circumstances relevant to the relief sought.  

IT IS ORDERED that the request for an order to be forwarded to the federal government for 
relief from not being able to possess firearms or ammunition is hereby: 

GRANTED.  The court finds by a preponderance of the evidence that the person named 
above is not likely to act in a manner dangerous to him or herself or to public safety; 
and granting the requested relief is not contrary to the public interest.
