Legal Custody   Legal custody refers to decision making authority such as matters relating to health, education or religion of the child(ren).  There are 2 kinds of legal custody:  joint and sole.  Joint legal custody means both parents share the decision making because they can communicate about the children, even though they may not get along otherwise.
